The Covington-Hurst Education Fund (CHEF),
sponsored by Fairfields United Methodist Church,
provides funds for educational assistance. The
Covington-Hurst Education Fund takes its name from
two long time members of Fairfields, Betty Covington
and Francis Hurst, who taught in Northumberland
County Public schools and were both active in the
community.

The purpose of CHEF is to support the community
by providing educational funds to qualified applicants
for any valid educational, vocational, or job training
course of instruction. No preference is given in
consideration of race, sex or age. Eligibility for funds
requires an annual application and is limited to
residents of Northumberland County.

It is our intent to not only provide funds for the
college bound student but to those who may want to
take a course for job advancement or to learn a new
skill e.g. welding ,nursing assistant or beauty salon
operator, etc. Funds are available for residents of
Lancaster County who want to pursue a vocational
education.

Applications for college funds for the year 2010
will be accepted between January 1, 2010 and
February 15, 2010. Requests for nontraditional
education funds may be submitted at anytime.
Incomplete applications will not be considered.

Since 2004, the CHEF Committee has provided
financial assistance to seventy-three
students amounting to $37,769. CHEF receives funds
through annual contributions from organizational
activities of the Fairfields United Methodist Church
(FUMC) Methodist Women, Methodist Men, the
Memorial Committee, Nelia Tingle Social Fellowship
and annual FUMC Fairfields Fall Festival. Other
income comes from individual contributions from
members and friends of the church.

the Virginia Department of Health. No vaccine is
currently available, but a series of three vaccines are
expected to be available in limited quantities the end
of September. The main target ages for higher risks of
Swine Flu are people below the ages of 50,

The Swine Flu is a virus, a respiratory virus.
Symptoms develop 3-5 days after exposure to the
virus. See your doctor immediately if you develop
swine flu symptoms.

SYMPTOMS:
1. Fever 7. Headache
Cough 8. Diarrhea
Sore throat 9.Vomitting

Early treatment with antiviral medications can lessen

the effects of the virus.

PREVENTION:
1. Stay home if you are sick-drink plenty of
fluids, rest, take pain relievers such as Tylenol
[acetaminophen] or Advil[ ibuprofen]
2. Wash your hands thoroughly and frequently
-use soap and water. Carry Alcohol based hand-
sanitizer with you - use often.
3. Avoid contact: stay away from infected
people. Avoid crowds.
4. Reduce exposure within household: if a
member of household becomes ill, designate
only one person to care for them - try to
minimize Contact and wash hands frequently -
disinfect surfaces and Air with antiviral
disinfectants.
